C. Manual Programming

The remote control can be programmed
by entering a three-digit code number
that corresponds to particular brands
and models of equipment. The three-
digit code numbers are listed in the
code tables sections of this instruction
manual.

(STEP3) Point the remote control
toward the equipment and
enter the three-digit code
number assigned to your

brand from the code tables.
